- Manage shipments and deliveries; unpack and examine incoming shipments of materials,
reject damaged items, and record shortages

- Help produce furniture in the shop as skills are assessed and as projects develop

FULFILLMENT RESPONSIBILITIES:

- Pack e-commerce and wholesale product orders to ensure all orders ship on time

- Carefully wrap and package products for inventory shelves

- Manage shipments and deliveries; unpack and examine incoming shipments of materials,
